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Plain Language Statement for the Students for the Interview
The cultural formation of criticality and conformity in educationally and economically disadvantaged higher secondary school students 

You are invited to take part in the project, in which, I want to find out, how do students respond to injustice? What students say or do when they see or face something unjust. Whether a student questions when he/she sees something unjust in the family/school or accepts it as a fate? Does a student feel that something needs to be changed or should remain as it is because, they are routinely practiced. And how is the thought and feeling towards inequality formed? Further, I would like to ask about your daily interactions and your responses with family members, friends, neighbours, and teachers in school.  

You are being asked to take part because you are young person and have experience of living in the society for around 16/17 years and in the school 11/12 years. You mostly behave in the way family/society and school want. Therefore, this project would provide opportunity to understand your experience by listening your lives stories. Then using findings from your stories, I will try to understand why you think or behave in particular way. What is role of family/ neighbourhood in shaping your thinking and feeling. I am particularly looking for your thinking about social injustice. Your thoughts or feelings about unequal treatment of students of different caste. your response towards unequal treatment towards girls (if any), and economically rich and poor in the family, the society, and the school. 

Before you decide if you want to take part, it is important for you to understand why the research is being done and what it will involve. 

Please take time to read the information on this page carefully and discuss it with others, and your parents. Ask me if there is anything that is not clear or if you would like more information. Take one week’s time to decide whether you wish to take part. If you wish to take part, please read the privacy notice, and sign the consent form provided along with this information sheet. If you decide to take part in this study, you will be provided with a copy of this Participant Information Sheet, Privacy notice, and the signed consent form to keep.

What will happen if you take part?
If you decide to take part I will ask you some questions about your family, parents, social identity, school/s attended, and experiences at home/neighbourhood, and school/s. You do not have to answer any questions that you do not want to. Interview will take place in three sessions and each session for approximately one hour. And each session will be one week apart. I will record your answers on a voice recorder so that afterwards I can listen carefully to what you said. 
I will finish talking to you by the end of May 2023. 
You do not have to take part in this study, and if you decide not to. If, after you have started to take part, you change your mind, just let me know and I will not use any information you have given me if you want to delete it. 

Parents, school counsellor, and head of school are important point of contact to deal with the distress. 
In case, participant does not wish to engage with above persons, one can contact over Childline number 1098. Furthermore, you can contact non-governmental organisations which work for gender and caste-based discrimination. These organisations can support in getting legal support through District Inspector of Schools, Legal Counsels, and district police officers. I can support in establishing network with the above enlisted support system. 


Keeping information confidential
I will keep all interview recordings in a locked cabinet or in a locked file on my computer. I will be only one who will listen the recording and translate it in English and I will change your name, caste name, so that others cannot identify what you said. 

When I write about what I have found out in discussion, your name will not be mentioned. If you like you can choose another name for me to use when I am writing about what you said. No-one else will know which name you have chosen. 

However, if during our conversation I hear anything which makes me worried that you might be in danger of harm, I might have to tell other people who need to know about this. But I will talk to you before telling anything to others that you need help.

The results of this study
When I have gathered the information from everyone who are participating in the interview. I will write what I learnt from talking to you in a thesis, which is a long essay, which I have to complete for the course I am studying on.  This will be read and marked by my teachers at the university. 

I will tell you and the other young people who have taken part what I have found out from talking to you, if you curious to know. If you are interested to know how everyday life shape your questioning/ non-questioning behaviour.  I will destroy all my notes and recordings when the project is finished. However, I will save transcripts of interviews in which your name, caste (category) is changed or hidden. I will save research data for five years to disseminate the findings through journal articles, conference papers, and book chapters along with writing thesis. A summary of research findings will be available for parents and students upon request.

[bookmark: _Int_i9DEpe3y]Participants can request to no longer take part in the research with all data being destroyed. This can happen at any stage during the interviews and up to one month after the completion of the final interview. Once data is transcribed and anonymised, it will not to be possible to identify and delete the data from pool of data collected and anonymised.
